- Cut the contrasting fabric cut
into 12 5 inch squares

- Additional fabric will be needed
to make borders.

- Approximately 1 yard of one of
the coordinating fabrics for the
outer border at 5 inches, and about
1/2 a yard of the contrasting fabric
for the inside border at 2 1/2
inches. Of course, if you want a
larger quilt it will take more fabric.
